Dear Friends and Colleagues,

You should know that CCIVS has created an International Solidarity Fund a few years ago. During the General Assembly 2004 in Kenya, we have made important changes so pay attention to this document before taking any decision related to the Fund. There is money in the Fund, so do not hesitate to use it!
Aims of the Fund (as a reminder):

* To promote exchanges between regions where there is currently little volunteer exchange and increase numbers of volunteers who participate in South North exchanges.
* To develop partnerships and capacity building of member organizations through the exchange of volunteers.

* Joining the Fund is an act of solidarity and it does not necessarily mean that you will use the Fund in the following year… the money can benefit other organisations and you can also benefit from this money later on.

How to join the Fund?

1. Rather than the Solidarity Fund contribution being based on a proportion of outgoing inscription fees, organizations pay an amount equal to their membership fee (see Membership Fee document).

2. The Solidarity Fund is to be paid at the same time as the CCIVS membership fee (please refer to the Information File on the Membership Fee document).

3. It is not be obligatory to join the Fund. However, organisations are asked if they want to “opt out” of the Fund (please refer to the Information File on the Membership Fee document).

4. Applications for support from the Fund can only be made if both sending and hosting organisations have paid both CCIVS membership fee and Solidarity Fund contribution.

5. Applications to the Fund can be made for up to 90% of the travel costs of the volunteer taking part in the project.  The remaining 10 % to be paid by the sending organisation.

6. Applications to the Fund can be made up to 1,000 EURO.

7. The Fund is open for all types of voluntary service EXCEPT for travel to statutory meetings. However, volunteers should spend at least a few days visiting a work-camp or another kind of international volunteer projects during their stay with the host organisation.
8. The Fund is open to projects involving volunteers from the South going to North countries and exchanges between regions where there is currently little volunteer exchange (e.g. between Eastern Europe and Africa). Priority will be given to projects involving South / South exchanges. The final decision will be taken by the Executive Committee on a case by case basis.
9. There is no limit to the number of applications any one organisation can make, but the EC can use its discretion in limiting application numbers if the Fund falls below a certain level.
10. There is no deadline for applications to the Fund.

11. If the project takes place in the year after the application for the Fund is made, the Membership Fee and the solidarity fund must be paid for that calendar year.

12. Branches of international organisations must join the Fund independently.

13. Once you are clear about your partner organisation and the project, you have to submit a little description on the form provided (see below) with the amounts you wish to spend for costs related to the travel (plus visa and vaccinations). The descriptions can be submitted by any of the two partners.

Once you have submitted the form, a small group of the Executive Committee will take a decision and inform you about the result very quickly.
