DESCRIPTION AND FEES

FEVI/01:  Summer camp for school age kids in Lumbisi, a native community very close to Quito.  Volunteers will help teachers with Art projects, Sports, Cooking, English classes for the kids.  Volunteers will also do gardening and reforestation activities with the kids.  Schedule is from 9 a.m. to 12 m. and from 3 p.m. to 5 p.m. Volunteers will stay with native families in the community. 

Fee is 250 euros and it includes airport pick up, two days orientation and educational visits in Quito. Housing and three meals per day.  Volunteers will pay for their own in country transportation (20 cents per bus ride in the city of Quito and surroundings).  Temperatures are spring like, 18C to 25C degrees.

FEVI/02:  Work group for constructing youth and children center in Tonsupa, in the Pacific Coast of Ecuador.  Volunteers will help with Art and Peace building activities with the children, and also with planting trees in the community. 

Work schedule is 5 hours per day.  Volunteers will stay in FEVI housing in Tonsupa and will take turns in preparing meals.

Fee is 250 euros and it includes airport pick up and drop off, two days orientation and educational visits in Quito. Housing and three meals per day.  Volunteers will pay for their own in country transportation (20 cents per bus ride in the city of Quito and surroundings), 6 euros bus ride from Quito to Tonsupa.  Please bring light, confortable clothes as the temperatures are 25C to 30C degrees.  

FEVI/03:  Lumbisi organic gardens.  FEVI has started some organic gardens in the Lumbisi indigenous community, in the surroundings of Quito.  Volunteers, with leaders from the community will work in the maintenance of these vegetable gardens, will pick up the products and deliver them in the FEVI child care center and elderly people center in the Lumbisi community.  Volunteers will help in the construction of new organic gardens,  also do reforestation in the ecological area of the community. Work schedule is flexible, about 5 hours per day. Temperatures are spring like, 18C to 25C degrees.  Volunteers will stay with native families in the community.  

Fee is 250 euros and it includes airport pick up and drop off, two days orientation and educational visits in Quito. Housing and three meals per day.  Volunteers will pay for their own in country transportation (20 cents per bus ride in the city of Quito and surroundings). 

FEVI/04:  FEVI summer school for kids 6 to 16 years old in Lumbisi.  Volunteers will make puppets  with the kids. Then with a Peace Building them they will prepare a play with the kids. Volunteers will also organize sports activities and walks in the forest for the kids.  Volunteers will stay with native families in the community.  Volunteers will work about 5 hours per day, from Monday to Friday.

Fee is 250 euros and it includes airport pick up and drop off, two days orientation and educational visits in Quito. Housing and three meals per day.  Volunteers will pay for their own in country transportation (20 cents per bus ride in the city of Quito and surroundings). Temperatures are spring like, 18C to 25C degrees.

FEVI/05: Work group for constructing youth and children center. Volunteers will help with Art and Peace building activities with the children, and also with planting trees in the community. Volunteers will stay in FEVI housing and will take turns in preparing meals.

Work schedule is 5 hours per day.  Fee is 250 euros and it includes airport pick up and drop off, two days orientation and educational visits in Quito. Housing and three meals per day.  Volunteers will pay for their own in country transportation (20 cents per bus ride in the city of Quito and surroundings), 6 euros bus ride from Quito to Tonsupa.  

Please bring light, confortable clothes as the temperatures are 25C to 30C degrees.  

FEVI/06: La Morita summer school for kids 6 to 16 years old in Tumbaco town, near Quito.  Volunteers will work with the kids in making puppets and setting up a play with Peace Building theme. Volunteers will also be doing dance and sports with the kids.  Work schedule is from 9 to 12:30, from Monday to Friday.

Fee is 250 euros and it includes airport pick up and drop off, two days orientation and educational visits in Quito. Housing and three meals per day.  Volunteers will pay for their own in country transportation (20 cents per bus ride in the city of Quito and surroundings). Temperatures are spring like, 18C to 25C degrees.

FEVI/07:  Work group for constructing youth and children center. Volunteers will help with Art and Peace building activities with the children. Volunteers will work in tooth brushing and hand washing campaign.

Work schedule is 5 hours per day.  Volunteers will stay in FEVI housing and will take turns in helping prepare meals.

Fee is 250 euros and it includes airport pick up and drop off, two days orientation and educational visits in Quito. Housing and three meals per day.  Volunteers will pay for their own in country transportation (20 cents per bus ride in the city of Quito and surroundings), 6 euros bus ride from Quito to Tonsupa.  

Please bring light, confortable clothes as the temperatures are 25C to 30C degrees.  

FEVI/08: Work group will start organic gardens for the community. Volunteers will help in the construction of the gardens, planting seeds and caring for the gardens. Volunteers will work in compost making activities.  Volunteers will play soccer games with the kids. Volunteers will do some environment education activities with the kids in the community.  Volunteers will work 5 hours per day.  Volunteers will stay in FEVI housing and will take turns in helping prepare meals.

Fee is 250 euros and it includes airport pick up and drop off, two days orientation and educational visits in Quito. Housing and three meals per day.  Volunteers will pay for their own in country transportation (20 cents per bus ride in the city of Quito and surroundings), 6 euros bus ride from Quito to Tonsupa.  

Please bring light, confortable clothes as the temperatures are 25C to 30C degrees.  

FEVI/09:  Volunteers will work in ecological farm in the Galapapagos Islands.  The Hacienda Tranquila farm is located in San Cristobal Island, the capital Island of this Ecuadorian region.  Volunteers will work in the construction of a botanical garden and in the reforestation of the mountains of the island with native plants.  The project is supervised by the Charles Darwin Biological Station.  Volunteers may also help in the local school with teaching English and Environment Education to the kids.  

Volunteers will live in the farm volunteers house.  Volunteers will cook their own meals.  Milk, fresh vegetables and tropical fruits are provided by the farm.  Volunteers need to buy some groceries (please budget about 60 euros for the groceries) in the local store to make your own meals. Volunteers need to buy air ticket from Quito to Galapagos (about 300 euros).  Volunteers need to pay entrance ticket to Galapagos National Park (70 euros). Please bring light, confortable clothes as the temperatures are 25C to 30C degrees.

WORK PROJECTS DESCRIPTION AND FEES

1. FEVI Child Care Center.  Pre school for 40 kids ages two to five.  The center is located in Lumbisi, native community very close to Quito.  Volunteers assist the teachers in their daily education and entertainment activities for the kids.  Volunteers will also help the community mothers in preparing and serving lunch to the little kids.  Work schedule in Monday to Friday from 8 a.m. to 12:30 p.m.  Fee is 300 euros per month and it includes family housing with three meals per day.  Volunteers will pay their own in country transportation which is very unexpensive (about 20 euros per month), and their own personal expenses.

2. Pedro Echeverria Technical School.  Public high school for boys and girls in Lumbisi, native community very close to Quito.  College Prep curriculum and also carpentry, mechanics, bakery workshops.  The center is located in Lumbisi, native community very close to Quito.   Volunteers will assist teachers in their daily educational activities.  Work schedule is 8 a.m  to 1 p.m.   Fee is 300 euros per month and it includes family housing with three meals per day. Volunteers will pay their own in country transportation which is very unexpensive (about 20 euros per month), and their own personal expenses.   

3. Lumbisi Organic Gardens.   FEVI has started this project for the production of fresh vegetables for the kids and the elderly people in the community.  Volunteers will maintain the gardens, pick up products and deliver them to FEVI child care center and the elderly people lunch room in the Lumbisi Community, very close to Quito.  Schedule is flexible, about 5 hours per day.   Fee is 300 euros per month and it includes family housing with three meals per day. Volunteers will pay their own in country transportation which is very unexpensive (about 20 euros per month), and their own personal expenses.

4. Rotary Club Medical Center.  Community health center for low income people.  The center also provides adult education classes on several areas.  The health center is located in Cumbaya, native community near Quito.  Volunteers will help nurses and doctors and will also help in adult education classes like how to use computers, gardening, sewing, bakery, English.  Schedule is flexible, about 5 hours per day.  Fee is 300 euros per month and it includes family housing with three meals per day. Volunteers will pay their own in country transportation which is very unexpensive (about 20 euros per month), and their own personal expenses.

5. Escuela Jose Velasco.  Small elementary school from grades one to third.  The school does a lot of artistic activities and also works with a small group of disable kids.  The center is located in Tumbaco, native community very close to Quito.  Volunteers will assist teachers with their daily classroom activities. .   Fee is 300 euros per month and it includes family housing with three meals per day. Volunteers will pay their own in country transportation which is very unexpensive (about 20 euros per month), and their own personal expenses.

6. Puerto Quito traditional farm.  Small, family farm producing bananas, chocolate, coffee.  Opportunity to learn about biodiversity and natural medicine.  The farm is located in the tropical forest, three hours bus ride from Quito.  Volunteers may also assist teachers in the community public school. Fee is 300 euros per month and it includes family housing with three meals per day. Volunteers will pay their own in country transportation which is very unexpensive (about 20 euros per month), and their own personal expenses. 

7. Escuela Gonzalo Pizarro.  Public elementary school for kids.  The school teaches about 100 kids from very low income families.  There are only three teachers for the whole school.  The school is located in Esmeraldas province in the Pacific coast of Ecuador.  Volunteers will assist teachers in their daily classroom activities.  Volunteers will also help in health and nutrition campaigns. Volunteers will pay their own in country transportation which is very unexpensive (about 20 euros per month), and their own personal expenses. 

8. Galapagos Hacienda Tranquila.  Eco farm in Galapagos Islands.  This eco farm is located in Isla San Cristobal, which is the capital island of the Galapagos region.  The farm does environment protection by reforesting with native plants, they are also constructing a botanical garden.  Volunteers will assist in these two projects and also in environment education in the local elementary school.  Volunteers will live in the volunteers house in the farm.  The farm provides fresh milk, vegetables and fruit for volunteers meals.  Volunteers will need to but their own groceries in the local store and will need to cook their own food.  Food expenses are about 4 euros per day.  Fee is 300 euros per month plus about 100 additional euros for the volunteers to buy their groceries in the store.  Volunteers will need to buy air ticket from Quito to Galapagos (300 euros), and they will need to pay for Galapagos National Park entrance ticket, (70 euros).

9. Lumbisi elderly people center.  Community lunch room for elderly people in the Lumbisi community, very close to Quito.   Volunteers will help prepare and serve food to the elderly.  Volunteers will help disabled elderly in their daily walks to the center.  Volunteers will also help in FEVI´s organic garden to pick up fresh vegetables for the elderly.  Volunteers will read and will talk to the elderly.  Spanish is needed. Fee is 300 euros per month and it includes family housing with three meals per day. Volunteers will pay their own in country transportation which is very unexpensive (about 20 euros per month), and their own personal expenses. 
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
