Project

In México, marine turtles have played an important role in the economic development of some villages located on the coast. However, due to an irrational exploitation, this is one of the endangered species in our country. The activities to protect this specie  consists of collecting natural nests, taking care of nests in the incubation corrals, taking care of the babies and freeing them to the ocean. This is not an easy work, as it requires night and day activities (even though there will be shifts to avoid a 24h/day presence). The volunteers will take part in the nightlong patrols on the beach, as well as the daily activities.

A very rustic camping on the beach, having open areas for dining, sleeping (though you might sleep in a tent as well), and bathroom; they are outdoors. Everything is open and you need to be prepared for the rustic conditions. There are several tropical storms, a lot of mosquitos and  warm climate.
