1. SJ Vietnam Introduction

SJ Vietnam (www.sjvietnam.org) is an international youth NGO (Non-Governmental Organization) that promotes values of solidarity, peace, tolerance through young citizenship projects to improve society during and after the voluntarism. It was set up in 2004 by and for national and international young volunteers. 

SJ Vietnam is an independent Vietnamese branch of SJ France, a full member of CCVIS (UNESCO) and NVDA, a partner of YAP and Alliance. SJ Vietnam is an independent, non political and non religious organization open to everybody without any distinction of nationality, race, philosophy, financial resource, education or sex.

Currently, SJ Vietnam counts officially 3,256 local members aged between 15 and 35 years old.
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The SJ Vietnam slogan reads: 

“Tình nguyện để sẻ chia, học hỏi và trưởng thành”, which can be translated as: “Volunteer for sharing, learning and being responsible”. SJ Vietnam organizes short-and long-term workcamps and projects, actions of social integration, training activities, and international solidarity actions. All volunteers, both Vietnamese and international, are warmly welcomed to join and participate in the projects provided by SJ Vietnam. Furthermore, Vietnamese volunteers are sent abroad to participate in volunteering projects by partner organizations all over the world. 

HISTORY:

At December 24th 2004, with the help of SJ France, NVDA and Un ETAI Pour Le Vietnam, SJ Vietnam was set up. The volunteering organization started as an informal cooperation between Miss. Do Thi Phuc of the Vietnamese Youth Volunteer Club and Mr Pierre De Hanscutter a Belgian UNV working for UNDP Vietnam.

In June 2006, Ms Do Thi Phuc became the official director of the organization SJ Vietnam and Mr Pierre De Hanscutter became the President and official European representative. Since 2006, SJV is an official member of NVDA, and a full and active member of the Coordination Committee for the International Voluntary Service (CCVIS) from the UNESCO. 

In January 2008, SJ Vietnam hosted the second NVDA meeting in Vietnam regrouping all the NVDA leaders in Asia and Europe. 

In 2008, 3207 young Vietnamese volunteers were official members of SJ Vietnam. Around 360 international volunteers joined our activities each year. SJ Vietnam is currently the biggest international workcamp organization in Vietnam.

ACTIVITIES

A. Workcamp:

Workcamps organized by SJ Vietnam in or around Hanoi seek to provide an experience that connects solidarity, intercultural learning, and community life to help disadvantaged, street, poor and blind children, needy children in Paediatrics hospital and disabled, old, homeless people.

Special workcamps are festivals and events. For Vietnamese festivals such as the International Children’s Day, Mid-Autumn festival, Christmas and Tet holiday, SJ Vietnam organizes events to celebrate these meaningful occasions for less-fortuned children and people to give them equal opportunity, happiness and lots of smiles. 
B. Long-term Volunteer  Projects:

Long-term projects (from 1 to 12 months) are organized in Ha Noi, Hai Duong, Nam Dinh with topics related to environment and society to support sustainable development. Long-term volunteers will live and work like local people.

C. Training courses, seminars and conferences:

SJ Vietnam organizes regular workshops, seminars, conferences and training for its members, which provide young volunteers with knowledge in conflict management, leadership, intercultural learning and volunteering skills, etc. 

D. Sending Vietnamese volunteers abroad:

Through a network of international partners, SJ Vietnam offers Vietnamese volunteers chances to join workcamps abroad.

2. Workcamp Calendar 2009
Normally, SJ Vietnam’s work camps vary from environmental, educational, art, construction, social work. Our volunteers stay in basic accommodation, schools and welfare centers that promote group living. The common language is English, although the volunteers are encouraged to learn the basics of the local language. In some work camps, the hosts or the volunteers organize discussions, excursions, exchange parties, school visits and sports programs.
The work camps are ten days to two weeks, and three weeks or four weeks with Vietnamese camp leaders. The volunteers take local buses to and from the sites.

We are a non-profit organization with no external income so we charge volunteers coming from developed countries participation fee of 150 Euro/workcamp/volunteer and 200 Euro/month/LTV, which includes accommodation (you can watch a video of one of our camp places at): 

(http://vietnam.solidaritesjeunesses.org/video/volunteers/visit%20of%20SJ%20House.avi), 

which covers the costs of all projects (ex. free food, scholarship, donation, festivals for disadvantaged children and people,  materials, training for locals), local transport, local food and 30% of these fees will be used to SJ Vietnam administration (staff salary, rent, phone office work, etc).

SJ Vietnam encourages people with difficulties to join our work camps. Please contact us for more details.

We use also e-vet database (www.evet.org) to manage our projects, you can send your volunteer applications directly in e-vet.

4.1. SJV-L091: YOUTH HOUSE SCHOOL
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Type: KID/SOCI/ENVI/EDU

Age: 18+
Work: The Youth House School is a small non-formal education center for disadvantaged, street and poor children. It is also a friendly place for young local people and international volunteers to come to explore their cultural diversity with lots of youth exchanges such as music performance, photos exhibition, and lessons for the children and funny leisure activities. We need teachers and volunteers to give lessons to the children and cook meals for 20 children everyday. We combine these activities with projects to help disadvantaged people at Fisher village who are very old and live in slum-boats on Red river by giving them free food, supporting medicine for their disease, providing water filter, toothpaste, second-hand warm clothes etc. Volunteers will join a team of local young people and SJ Vietnam coordinators to manage the projects and participate in daily activities at the school. You need to have a very high motivation, very good communication skills and to be able to be independent in your work. Volunteers also need to have many ideas about how to keep the children’s interest and they need to know how to deal with problematic situations with the children as well.

Objectives: SJ Vietnam encourages the children to go to the Youth House regularly for free basic education and nutrition food. We have been increasing their awareness of education which can help them to get a simple job and a better future to ensure their independent living, economic self-sufficiency. The scheme will demonstrate the important role of volunteerism and public-private partnerships for social development. Our general aspirations: gathering together to establish this center for disadvantaged, poor and street children people to exchange ideas, have a chance to study vocation, integrate in the community.

Accommodation & Food: Simple and small accommodation in our LTV House. Volunteers will sleep in dormitory beds and about 5-6 volunteers share a bedroom and 18 volunteers share 2 bathrooms/showers. You need to take your sleeping bag, mosquito net, pillow, and a sheet with you. Volunteers will prepare meals themselves in the kitchen. Vegetarian catering is possible. 

Leisure activities: Hanoi has many historical and cultural places, events and possibilities for free time activities (e.g. visiting the old quarter, museums, cinemas, clubs, lakes, etc), a great chance for you to try Vietnamese special food as well.

4.2.  SJV-L092: HAI DUONG WELFARE CENTER

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Work: Hai Duong welfare center was established in March 1982. With about 1000 mentally or physically disabled and disadvantaged children coming from many parts of Hai Duong province, the center aims to provide compulsory education and vocational training to create employment opportunities for the teenagers. The center has a wide variety of courses for children ranging from infants to 18 years old. For example, children between the ages of 6 to 12 are provided with educational courses, and the older children are able to attend vocational training courses at the center. We need volunteers to organize activities with the children and support the local staff. The volunteers will play games with the children, take care of infant orphans and organize activities such as reading books. The voluntary work at the center is quite hard and it requires volunteers with high motivation and patience. So volunteers need to be well prepared before starting this project.

Objectives: To encourage the disabled children to be integrated into the community and communicate with other people. Help the children to be more self-confident thanks to the work with the volunteers. 

Accommodation & Food: Volunteers will stay at a dormitory. The accommodation is very simple, basic, so sleeping bag, sleeping mat, sheet, pillow, and mosquito net are needed. Food can be prepared by the center if volunteers want. Vegetarian catering is possible.

Leisure activities: Hanoi offers many historical and cultural places, events and possibilities for free time activities (e.g. visiting the old quarter, museums, cinemas, clubs, lakes, etc). 

Location: Hai Duong city (50 km from Hanoi).

4.3. SJV-L093: XUAN THUY NATIONAL MARINE PARK

Age: 18+ 
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Work: Xuan Thuy National Marine Park is 150 kilometers south-east of Hanoi. The core zone of the park has a total area of 7,100 hectares. In 2003 Xuan Thuy Natural Reserve was approved as a national park. The park is considered to be a typical wetland ecosystem of national and international importance. In addition to a high bio-diversity, Xuan Thuy National Park is also known as an important platform for migratory birds including the black-faced spoonbill, one of the worlds’ endangered species, other important marine species and mangrove ecosystem.

We need volunteers to clean the river banks, plant trees, build garbage storages in the national park with the local community. They will organize workshops or campaigns to raise awareness of the local people about environmental protection and the ecological systems and update the website of the national park. The volunteers will also organize English classes for the young people in the village to encourage them to communicate in English. 

Objectives: The volunteers are expected to raise awareness about environmental protection within the local community. They can try to find solutions about how to protect the ecosystem during their voluntary work.  

Accommodation & Food: Home stay with the local people or staying at guesthouse of National Park. Sleeping bags, sleeping mat, pillow, mosquito net, spray are needed. Vegetarian catering is possible. 

Leisure activities: To enjoy the nature of the park with many different types of bird species. Besides, biking, sailing and bird watching is very interesting as well.

Location: Giao Xuan, Nam Dinh (150 km from Hanoi).

Remarks: Volunteers should be enthusiastic, patient, optimistic, and full of energy and ready to work hard and be able to do manual work for example rice harvesting. They also need to be active and proactive in taking activities with staffs of the National Park as well as local people. They should understand that sometimes there are a lot of duties but sometimes they will have quite a lot of free time.

4.4. SJV-L094: TUTORS OF ENGLISH FOR BLIND CHILDREN AND ADULTS

Work: Nguyen Dinh Chieu is a school for blind children and a center for blind adults. The center aims to vocational training, cultural education exchange ideas and organized cultural performance for blind people in Hanoi and other provinces of Vietnam. Children there come mainly from Hanoi, but the school also hosts children from other provinces. We need volunteers who can teach English to children and create a friendly environment in order to encourage them to communicate in English. The volunteers will join a team of local young people and SJ Vietnam coordinators to manage the projects and participate in daily activities at the school. You need very high motivation, very communication skills and able to be independent in your work. Volunteers also need to have many ideas about how to keep the children’s interest and they need to know how to deal with problematic situations with the children as well.

Objectives: One effective way to learn English is to communicate with people who can speak English fluently. SJ wants to give a chance to the children in the Blind school improve their communication skills in English and the opportunity to have a cultural exchange from both sides. 

Accommodation & Food: Simple and small accommodation in our LTV House. Volunteers will sleep in dormitory beds and about 5-6 volunteers share a bedroom and 18 volunteers share 2 bathrooms/showers. You need to take your sleeping bag, mosquito net, pillow, sheet with you. Volunteers will prepare meals themselves in the kitchen. Vegetarian catering is possible.

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Work: The National Hospital of Pediatrics (NHP) is specialized in treating children coming from different provinces in Vietnam.

The hospital consists of 22 departments, with the number of permanent treating patients amounting up to 1000-1200, age rage from infancy to nearly 17 years old. The majority of them are afflicted with difficult-to-cure ailments, such as hematologist, nephrologists… Most patients come from low-income class, parents working in agriculture sector, living rather poor life. During the treatment period, the patients do not have the opportunity to 

learn or participate in common leisure activities. We need volunteers to organize games (e.g: singing, drawing, magic shows, etc). The volunteers can prepare a performance with the children every month. They can also help the Vietnamese volunteers to build playrooms, and a library. They should act like an active volunteer not like an alternative tourist.

Objectives: The volunteers will support the children by playing with them. Through the games volunteers will help to distract the children from their physical and mental pain.

You need to take your sleeping bag, mosquito net, pillow, sheet with you. Volunteers will prepare meals themselves in the kitchen. Vegetarian catering is possible.

Work: “Hold the future” is a center for young disabled people coming mainly from Hanoi. They have disadvantaged conditions and it is really difficult for them to find a job to earn a living. In this center they work by themselves and they also support for their life. Products from the center such as lacquer painting, embroidery, souvenirs, and postcards will be exported to many countries. The money gained from their products will be paid for their salaries and their daily life. The center has two places: the first one is for producing mentioned products above, and the other is for gardening. At the second place they plant some kinds of trees: fruit trees, pot trees decorative plants), vegetables. They even feed fish, poultry. All products from the second place will be used to serve for themselves and one part is sold to get money to get by with their life. 

We need a volunteer to join this project in order to help the director of the center who is also a disabled person to do the website management, help the accountant. The volunteer can design samples of some kinds of products. He can choose what kind of job they would like to do in the center. Creativity is highly encouraged there. The director will give the volunteer favorable conditions to do their innovation. Young disabled from the center also want to learn more from the international volunteers. The volunteer could teach them how to make some art craft from their countries. The volunteer can also do gardening in another place.

It is important for the volunteer to be patient, enthusiastic, hardworking during their time at the center. After his/her voluntary work in the center the volunteer will have a great experience. 

Objectives: Make products and design samples to support the center to have more partners. The volunteer and the people at the center will share experience and skills. 

Accommodation & Food: Simple and small accommodation in our LTV House. The volunteer will sleep in dormitory beds and about 5-6 volunteers share a bedroom and 18 volunteers share 2 bathrooms/showers. You need to take your sleeping bag, mosquito net, pillow, sheet with you. The volunteer will prepare meals himself in the kitchen. Vegetarian catering is possible.

There are about 50 children living in the pagoda: around 20 infancies, 16 high school students, and 14 secondary pupils. There are also some women to take care of the children. The director of the pagoda, Monk Thich Dam Lan, wants to give all the children the chance to have an education. We need volunteers to teach English to the children, to do some gardening and to clean the pagoda’s surrounding. They can also play with the children, help the women from the pagoda to take care of them and explain the children how important it is to preserve the environment where they are living.


Objectives: Orphans will have a chance to learn English and communicate in this language. Explain to the children how important it is to preserve the environment where they are living. The volunteers will encourage the children and support them in their studying.

The people in the center are trained and their food is provided for free as well accommodation. After graduating from this center, nearly all of them can earn a living by themselves with given jobs. With people who have difficulties in finding jobs, the center will help them or accept them as employees because there is also a workshop for them. The center produces many kinds of goods such as: embroidery, raincoat, bags, purse, tailor, souvenirs according to orders of customers. Their products are exported to Europe and many other countries. In most companies workers only can have around 70% benefit from their effort, 30% will be used for maintenance of the factories or for staff salary. According to the director of the center, the disabled there are paid from 80% to 90%; the rest will be spent for some necessary things they are using everyday such as: water, electricity….etc. The employees at the center often have outdoor activities such as picnic or going out so that they feel more relaxed.   

The center produces many kinds of goods so volunteers can help at some certain stages of producing or do one particular work. If they really want to take part in some jobs which they do not how to do, they will be trained by the teachers of the center. We need volunteers to take part in some certain stages of the production such as: sewing, cutting, ironing, decorating wedding dress, making clothes or embroidery, etc…. They can help to prepare lunch for everybody at the center. And they can help the center to find out new sponsors or partners. 

Objectives: To support the center and the employees by sharing skills and experience. The volunteers will have the chance to work with young disabled and get some more experience. 

Accommodation & Food: Simple and small accommodation in our LTV House. Volunteers will sleep in dormitory beds and about 5-6 volunteers share a bedroom and 18 volunteers share 2 bathrooms/showers. You need to take your sleeping bag, mosquito net, pillow, sheet with you. Volunteers will prepare themselves meals in the kitchen. Vegetarian catering is possible.
