BACKGROUND

Girigo Orphanage Primary School was established by Pastor Mulenzi and the community in 2003. The purpose of establishing this school was mainly to support orphans in the area by offering them education, medical care, clothes, beddings, mosquito nets etc.

Since its inception, the number of pupils has received support from friends of Girigo Orphanage School and we hope others are yet to receive some more assistance. The pupils at the school do not pay school fees but just very little money for porridge and lunch while they are given free uniforms. The pupils live with their in-laws/ relatives near the project and the project is trying to help these people establish some income generating projects.

There is a need for an LTV/MTV to teach these orphans, play with them, and other children extra curricular activities. Volunteers will be accommodated in classrooms at the project site and LTV/MTVs will be accommodated in families.
The participants will also take part in the HIV/AIDS Programme conducted at Nagalama Hospital where there is counseling and testing every week.

BACKGROUND
This Project/Programme was founded by a group of youth members of Buwenge, Kamuli District- Jinja in June 1993 and the idea was hatched born by Mr. Tenywa David who is currently the Chief-Coordinator Busoga Youth Environment protection Association BYEPA.
These youth had realized the importance of protecting the nature of environment after being affected by the community, (Deforestation).

Quite a good number of trees had been cut down for fire wood and charcoal burning for sale and many people were destroying the wet land areas by cultivating them to grow food crops.

Currently there is a cute shortage of rain and food in the area and poverty is at its most rampant.
Since its inception, quite a number of trees have been grown by the community members who have been sensitized by their organization BYEPA.

In 2006, their organization PYEPA realized that there was an out break of epidemic diseases like cholera, typhoid, diarrhea, dysentery and an increase in the malaria cases in Buwenge Town Council.

This was as a result of poor waste collection methods by the town council since there was no any truck for the removal of waste to the final disposal sites.

The town had resulted in a stinking place due to the littering and direct leacheting from the solid wastes at the water sources.

BYEPA staff and volunteers from SAFAD – UK carried out a survey of solid waste management in Buwenge Town Council to verify the standards of wastes collected, disposed in the council and how much in a day, week, month and a year.
The BYEPA Volunteers, community members, UVDA Volunteers etc are practically going to participate in the garbage collection in Buwenge Town Council during the work camp to take place in the month of April 2010.
There is great need for MIDTERM /LONG TERM MTV/LTV to work with PYEPA in the waste management Programme  in Buwenge Town Council and also in environmental protection to include the wetlands.
More information about the study survey of solid waste management in Buwenge Town Council can be availed to you upon request.

The participants in this work camp shall be given chance to participate in the HIV/AIDS Awareness and testing at Buwenge Hospital.

This project is located very near Lake Victoria, the source of River Nile and Bujagali Falls Jinja and it is possible to visit the SIPI FALLS in Kapchorwa District and Mt. Elgon in Mbale since it is not very far.
Volunteers will be accommodated in a village house at Buwenge Trading Centre.

BACKGROUND
Kirabo Children’s Center Day and Boarding school was started by a small group of female teachers who are born from Kikandwa and Kikyusa Villages in conjunction with the local community members in 2006.

The idea was hatched by M/S Sarah Muwanguzi Nabatanzi who had realized that children in that area were exposed to ignorance and diseases as a result of poverty and the average illiteracy rate was about 70% in the area.

The area has several people affected by HIV/AIDS.

A number of orphans over 2500, their parents have died of HIV/AIDS and living with foster parents e.g grand parents who are too old to look after them (70 years and above) and others with friends and well wishers or next of kin.

Kikandwa and Kikyusa villages are amongst those villages which were destroyed by the political war in 1980-1986 causing many people homeless, died and others migrated to big cities e.g Kampala for their safety.

The teaching of the pupil was done from the Church which was the only existing building in the area with only 20 pupils.
In 2007, many people in and out side the area developed interest in their initiatives and amongst those was the grand mother of Sarah Muwanguzi Nabatanzi who is still surviving and is called MRS MUWANGUZI CHRISTINE who donated 50 acres of land to the project.

The community mobilized funds to construct 3 temporary wooden classrooms roofed with corrugated iron sheets.

They currently have 270 pupils from Nursery to primary 5 level.

UVDA helped them to construct a three permanent classroom blocks and office to wall plate pending roofing, putting doors and windows, making the floor and plastering.

Since most children live with old grand parents, they usually come to school without break fast or any thing to eat during break time or lunch yet some of these children are malnourished and quite a good number of them are attacked by malaria and others have jiggers in their feet. They lack mosquito nets and medicine.

Therefore, the school project has started an agricultural project where they grow food staff and fruits on large scale for children’s consumption at school.

They are also planting some trees for environment protection. They also constructed a fish pond but have not yet introduced in fish due to lack of food for fish.

Volunteers are expected to participate in all the mentioned programmes (construction, gardening, tree planting etc). 
NB: The nearest Government Hospital is at Wabusana 7 kms away and that’s where the HIV/AIDS Programme will be conducted.
There is need for MTV/LTV to help the school project in garden, construction, tree planting and sports and shall all be accommodated in Mrs. Muwanguzi Christine’s home the grandmother of Sarah Muwanguzi Nabatanzi.
Participants can bring with them some scholastic materials, sports kits, agriculture tools and also raise some funds for construction.

BACK GROUND: 
This project was found by the community members of Rweihamba Village in order to  support the less privileged  children in that area in terms of school academic ,medical care, clothing , beddings etc. Kabarole District in one of those areas with quite number of orphans due to HIV/ AIDS Scourge in the country. Most of these vulnerable children live with extended members of family mainly grand parents who are too old to look after them. It against this background that UVDA was invited by the community member of Rweihamba to come and help them set up some school facilities etc. for the project.

The project is located near Mt. Rwenzori, Queen Elizabeth National park, Kibale Forest reserve and near one of the 75 crater lakes known as lake Nkruba.  It is possible to see varieties of bird species,  Monkies. etc  from the project.

Kabarole District has a population of 350 ,180 people 

170, 079 are female. 

180, 101 are male .

In July 2008, an International work camp was organized at that place for3 weeks

to construct 3 classroom block, office and store.
Due to lack of enough funds, the volunteers and the community members of

Rweihamba managed to construct this block to foundation level.

At present, the community members are trying to raise some funds for its 

completion before another UVDA work camp takes place in July 2010.

The community members also appeal to all well wishers to support them by raising

some funds to buy more building materials e.g cement, roofing corrugated iron

sheets, timber etc. One  bag of cement costs about US $ 17 and 1 piece of roofing

iron sheet costs US $ 18.

Participants can also bring with them some gifts for the children to include sports
kits and will be accommodated in a house at the project.

This project is located 36 kms from the foot steps of Mt. Rwenzori and is near to
Queen Elizabeth National Park and a walkable distance to Kibaale Forest National

Park, the 75 crator lakes one of which is Lake Nkruba and the top of the world.
At Kibale forest National Park, its possible to meet families of habituated
chimpanzees, Red Columbus monkeys chattering and swinging through the
ancients forest trees. It is also possible to go to Bugodi swamp walk for birding in
search of more primate species  and more spectacular the rear wetlands sitatunga

and the shoebill. This dense tropical forest is home to an astonishing 12 species of

primate and provides one of the highest primate densities in the world.
Special arrangement for participants to visit such sites during free time or week

ends at their own cost will be made from the camp site. The area is called since it

is situated near Mt. Rwenzori and is hilly.
The places are very few so apply early in order not to be disappointed.

BACKGROUND:
Namalemba primary school is partly a government aided school which was started
about 60 years ago. The government supports this school mainly in terms of
paying teachers Salaries and provision of some scholastic materials etc.

It accommodates pupils from primary 1 to 7 and has more than 1000 pupils in 
total due to Universal Primary Education System  UPE (free education in primary
schools).
The existing classrooms are supposed to accommodate only 630pupils and in this
case the rest of the pupils attend their classes under trees and others from the 
church. UVDA was invited to Namalemba village to construct the Nsola clinic in
2004 which is now completed.

Most of the people of Namalemba village and neighboring villages are very poor,
most of them live in grass thatched houses built of mad and wattle and their
income comes from  rice growing in swampy places and maize which is grown
almost throughout the year.

In spite of the poor conditions of living, men prefer to marry more than one wife
For prestige. However HIV/ AIDS is still a big problem especially to the youth who
do not even know how to use a condom.

It is possible to visit River Nile at Jinja; Bujagali falls or even participate in rafting
at Bujagali in case of a stop over at Jinja. The project is about 60kms to Mbale
town, Mbale district where the Mt Elgon is situated and about 100kms to Sipi falls
in Kapchorwa district. Arrangements to visit both sites could be made from the 
work camp.

Volunteers shall be accommodated in the village house which also has solar 
Electric system. There is an urgent need for MTV’s and LTV’s to work with the 
school pupils  from nursery primary 7 level. The local language  used is Lusoga 
BUT most people understand English as well.

Also needed are MTV’s and STV’s  medical personnel and HIV/AIDS counselors in

Nsola clinic and other clinics in Busoga -Church Diocese. Environmental
Conservation  especially tree planting etc. Expect more details in the MTV/ LTV
programmes soon.

Arrangements to visit both sites – Jinja and Kapchorwa could be made from the

work camp and costs are met by the participants themselves.

Participants can bring with them some gifts to children and poor people of

Namelembe village.

BACK GROUND:
The construction of Garubunda Primary School was started by UVDA Volunteers in 1996 in conjunction with the local community members of Garubunda village.

There was only one old grass thatched mud and wattle school building built 60 years ago accommodating about 100 pupils which was in such a dilapidated state nearly  collapsing. Since that time, UVDA has conducted several work camps constructing that project from Primary 1 to P. 7.

Due to Universal Primary Education system (UPE) in Uganda, the school now accommodates over 1000 pupils but the buildings are not enough for them.

Lake Nyakasanda is a small lake of about 150sq meters. It is located near Garubunda Primary School and very close to the house where UVDA volunteers will be accommodated.

The lake water is used for domestic purposes to include; drinking water, bathing, cooking etc. at the same time people swim from the same. Clean drinking water from a spring well could be obtained from a distance.

The water in the lake is contaminated while its out flow is poor. Some domestic animals like cows, goats and sheep also drink from the same source. We also noted that people make local brew beer from banana using the same water. There are very few fish in it due to water contamination and some parts of the lake have a lot of papyrus reeds.

There is currently installation of gravity water system since the area has a lot of hills. Some houses are already receiving clean water in their homes although very few. There is need to help the local people to clean their lake water as well as educating them about hygiene. For that matter, there is also need for some MTV’s and LTV’s who are experts in water and  sanitation to work together with local water engineers and health workers. Some equipments and tools if available with volunteers can be of a great use during the exercise.

Garubunda village is situated about 100kms from Bwindi Impenetratable Forest National Park where gorillas are found and Queen Elizabeth National Park and Mt. Rwenzori is also not very far. It is also possible to visit Lake Bunyonyi in Kabale near the border of Uganda and Rwanda. People are pastoralists and are very friendly.

The population of Runkunguri is about 308,696 people. 163,821 are female, 144,875 are male.

The catholic mission donated  large pieces of land to this project to build their own school project and currently the local community members of Daban are busy making some bricks etc and trying to rise some funds for other building materials e.g. cement, roofing timber and roofing iron sheets. The Catholic mission donated large piece of land to this project to build their own school project. In September 2008, UVDA organized an International work camp for 3 weeks at Daban Catholic mission where UVDA participants in conjunction with the local community members constructed the foundation of 4 classroom block.

The local community’s participation was so good and were even able to make the bricks by themselves provided sand and stones free.
The major problem faced is mainly lack of cement, roofing timber and roofing iron sheets.

The community is trying to fund raise for such materials and any assistance from well-wishers and UVDA participants in the August International work camp is most welcome. 1 bag of cement costs about US $ 17 and 1 piece of roofing iron sheet costs about US $ 18.

It has over 600 pupils and most of which are orphans due to previous wars in the North Uganda and HIV/AID scourge.
Due to limited classrooms available, some pupils study under trees which is very dangerous especially during rain season.

Although this school is located close to most interesting tourist attraction places like the Murchison Falls national park, etc. it does receive the 20% from the tourist activities for community development. There is no much development done on it yet tourism is one of the major income to the state.

However, UVDA is going to spear head in the developments of this project through International work camps. 

The project is located near the Northern arm of the great western rift valley.

It is a gate way to the Albert oil fields of Mputa 1 and other oil exploration centres. It is also close to Murchison Falls National Park and a gate way to Butiaba Port on Lake Albert and a short cut to Kibiro Traditional salt mining village and Budongo ECO Tourist Centre.

It is also possible to visit Katasiha Fort and caves where The Great Bunyoro Kitara ruler, King Kabalega ,fought his last battle with the British with the caves used as hideouts for Kabalega himself.
While at the project, the volunteers will arrange a day or two days during weekend to visit some interesting sites include Murchison falls national park, Bugungu Game Reserve,  Kinyara Sugar plantation and factory, Kaiso Game Reserve, Lake Albert Shores and Landing sites, Bugambe Tea Estates, the Royal Tombs and other interesting community areas etc at their own expenses.

INTRODUCTION
Kiribakka Bright Academy is located at Nakaswa village, Kakukutu Parish, Kasawo Subcounty, Nakifuma country, Mukono District, about 50 kms East of Kampala city, off Mukono Kayunga Road, at Namaliri Trading Centre.
Kiribakka Bright Academy was established in 1995 by UVDA Volunteers through work camps and the local community of Nakaswa. Since then, several work camps have been held there until the project has reached senior six (6) level, with over 200 students. It is now a boarding school but lacks a science laboratory and electricity. HIV/AIDS is still a big problem in the area although there are 2 health centres in the area. The project is located a few kilometers from River Nile, therefore, it is possible to visit Kalagala falls, Bujagali falls and if possible the source of the Nile. One could also go for Rafting on the Nile as a sporting activity.

People are really friendly and like visitors very much. Volunteers will be accommodated in a school house. Also expect gifts from the local people.

The construction of technical Skills  block is aimed at equipping students with skills for example carpentry and joinery, tailoring and designing, motor mechanics, shoe making cloth making etc.

It is noted that many students who complete their education in senior 4 or 6  are unable to continue with their tertiary institutions due to very high school fees charged to each student in the country yet most of the students from Kiribakka Bright Academy Nakaswa are orphans

Although the practical part of this programme has not yet started due to lack of equipments, the theoretical part of it is in place

Therefore there is a great need for MTV’s and LTV’s who can help in training. It is also important to support this programme with equipments such as carpentry tools, sewing machines, motor vehicle mechanical tools etc.

They help indigenous societies retain their cultural roots, passing along traditions to younger generation.

There is no welfare system in place where work is done for elders, they live on a limited income and lose their access to busy services at the same time that they lose their prominent place in society. They can easily become cut off and isolated. Therefore various community initiatives and organizations will reach out to provide basic nutrition, health care and social interaction to these people. Your help will be an important link between social services and the elderly recipients. We shall help build and repair safe housing for them, engage them in activities such as singing, dancing , playing games and developing arts and crafts projects and assisting them on recreational outing.

BACK GROUND

UVDA was invited to Bushakiro village in 2004 to help the community to construct

another new school building since there was only one school block of 3 classrooms

and an office constructed by the government and the parents plus some old mud
and wattle buildings constructed 70 years ago.

This was successfully completed in 2007 with some financial assistance from UVDA foreign volunteers and roofing iron sheets bought by the Germany volunteers.

Due to Universal Primary Education (UPE), (Free education in primary schools) the number of pupils has increased from 600 to 800 making it impossible to accommodate them all in the existing classrooms. Some attend classes under the trees or from the Church.     

We hope that this construction will be completed by the end of 2010 in case there

is any funding for cements, timber and roofing iron sheets. The local community
has contributed  most of the bricks needed, sand and stones.

Manafa District (Mbale) is located in a mountainous area (Mt. Elgon) with a lot of 
rain especially in the month of July and August. The mountain borders Uganda and
Kenya and people are very friendly.
Volunteers will be accommodated in classrooms. It is possible to climb Mt. Elgon to

Wagagayi Peak and to visit the Sipi Falls in Kapchorwa District. This will be the 
time for circumcision ceremonies for young boys in Mbale and Kapchora areas.
Therefore, expect to be invited to celebrate with them as guests and you will be
 allowed to take photos.
NOTE SHOULD BE MADE that Camp sites may change due to unforeseen circumstances BUT the Dates will not change. It is very important that Volunteers arrive in the country earlier, before the workcamp commences for orientation purposes which takes place two days before the camp.

Foreign Volunteers can be picked from any port of entry e.g. airport, bus station etc. by our members to reasonable cheap and safe accommodation once we are requested to do  so and informed in time. It costs about EURO 30 for  special car hire from the airport to Kampala in case a Volunteer arrive at night  or after 6:00 PM. It is cheaper by public means of transport like Omni-bus (Matatu) if a Volunteer arrives during day time before 6:00 PM.
It is UVDA policy to go as a group to the project because project members usually organize a reception for the members as is our African customs. So volunteers are encouraged to first report at the UVDA offices for better organization of transport facilities to the project. Local leaders and officials are usually informed before and of such arrangements. UVDA will be grateful for this, to avoid any undue embarrassments and any unexpected earlier arrivals and provision of accommodation etc.

By the way there are stringent security measures at the airport, so do not get surprised if you do not get public transport at the airport . You may have to pay for the special hire services to Kampala.
Tours to interesting sites may be organized during the workcamps at the expense of the Volunteers incase they are in need of them. The foreign Volunteers are free to invite the local Volunteers to accompany them so long as they can pay for them since most of them have ever visited such sites before and others cannot afford to pay for themselves.
It is also possible to participate in the rafting activity on River Nile from Bujagali Falls at a cost of US $ 125. For those Volunteer who are interested in touring in Uganda before, during or after the workcamps, they can obtain more information from Uganda Wild Life Authority website : http;//www.uwa.or.ug or Email: moses.mapesa@uwa.or.ug.

The participating Volunteers must bring with them sleeping Bags, mosquito nets, medicines, torch,   Working clothes and leisure clothes, sleeping mats, shoes, warm clothes  like jackets, rain coats, working gloves etc. You are free to bring with you some gifts for the children or marginalized people or working tools like shelves, spade, hammers, handsaws, tape measures and any other necessary building tools IF YOU WISH so that every body at the project gets a tool to use, If possible please bring with you used sleeping bags for local participants who can not afford to buy them in Uganda.

Please note that for work camps programmes no special skills required.

It is very important that all participating volunteers report to UVDA office FIRST for  briefing and orientation before traveling to the project. Orientation fee is 20 euro per individual. You are expected to exhibit good behavior in the community, respect the Camp leader and one another and show commitment to the project.

The volunteers who cannot pay their fee in US DOLLARS, can pay in Ugandan shillings but at the prevailing rate of the Dollar in the country.

Also be informed that UVDA does not accept small US Dollar bills of 5,10 and 20 because their bank exchange rate to local currency is too low. Also US Dollar bills below the year 2002 are not accepted by banks or Forex bureaux in Uganda.
Travelers cheques are not accepted by UVDA.

UGANDA VOLUNTARY DEVELOPMENT ASSOCIATION (UVDA) VOLUNTEERING ON SAFARI (EXCURSION) PROGRAM 2010
Due to requests from several people, organizations partners and institutions from various parts of the world to introduce the VOLUNTEERING ON SAFARI (EXCUSSION) PROGRAM , we are glad to inform you that with effect from June 2009, this program was in place in UVDA - Uganda.

The volunteer holiday and vocation programmes aimed at enabling volunteer tourists to participate in various UVDA Social and economic programmes while enjoying his/her holiday.

This program is designed to benefit the local partner projects in the country and community members at large.

Much emphasis will focus mainly on those areas which are commonly known as tourist areas, yet have benefited almost nothing from income generated by the state from the tourism industry which is one of the major sources of income to the nation.

We have noted with concern that poverty and poor social infrastructure e.g. poor roads, schools, clinics and dispensaries plus environmental destruction etc. are amongst the major problems in Uganda.

The following are some of the projects and programs an Excursion and Tour Volunteer can participate in; - 

(a)
Construction and Renovation.

This involves activities like brick lying, hammering nails, mixing sand and cement, roofing and painting etc.

The work is done by both men and women who may enjoy working with their hands along side the local community members of the project e.g. the construction and repair of classrooms, medical clinics, community centers , orphanage homes, libraries, clean water systems, foot bridge, houses for marginalized people etc.

One can also help clear park land, plant community gardens and install play ground equipments etc.

No specific skills are needed and any person in good physical condition can assist with these projects as there is usually both light and heavy labour options at most work sites.

It is also possible to repair windows, construct desks and chairs or help sweep, scrape or landscape around the facilities of an orphanage, disabled schools and homes etc. Carpenters, electricians, plumbers and other traders can be very helpful at this work site 
to improve the infrastructure of the facility. One can make high chairs with adjustable foot rests; head rests and side wings to allow for various heights for feeding the disabled 
children.

(b) 
Rural community development projects/ programmes:

There are lots economically poor isolated communities all over Uganda and neighbouring countries where people struggle to survive and therefore UVDA wants to see your efforts transform the entire community for the better. In this case you will help vaccinate children, teach reading, reforest depleted ecosystem, educate small business management etc. and here you will create an unforgettable life experience.

c) 
Medical volunteers:  

You can spare two or more weeks to help in a medical clinic or local hospital since access to medical services in rural communities is often limited thus health care volunteers are needed to provide basic services such as; tooth extractions, diabetes screening, baby checks and pre-natal exams in local clinics, village dispensaries and medical students are urgently needed to perform out patients surgeries.

The host communities often lack modern medical facilities, so volunteers should plan to bring their own instruments and medical suppliers.

d)
Volunteering with the elderly:

There is no clear system in place where elderly people live especially in our low income society. They have no access to basic services at the same time they loose their prominence in society and may easily be isolated.

In this case there is need to provide basic services for them such as nutrition, health care and social interaction. Your help can be an important link between social services and the elderly recipients.

You can help build and repair safe housing for the elderly, engage elders in activities such as singing, dancing, playing games and developing arts and crafts projects and assisting them in recreational outings and so on.

e)
Sharing professional skills:

This includes conducting professional discussions in various areas e.g. business, law, medicine etc. or teaching English or Swahili in informal group sessions.

We place skilled volunteers with local people so that pressing community needs can be solve together.

This might involve organizing library shelves, assisting with administrative or clerical projects, providing computer training, consulting on business development etc.

f)
Volunteering with young people – Teens:

UVDA Programs and those of our partners in Kenya, Tanzania and Rwanda enhance work projects for children and their families. If you have a specific interest in working with them, you can select from a variety of projects and programs in East Africa and let us know.

g)
Volunteering in a nature and wildlife reserve:

There are several projects in East Africa for volunteers that enable them get involved with essential wild life or environmental conservation work like to help care for (lion) cubs, monkeys, Gorillas etc. and reintroduce them into the wild in Uganda, Kenya  or Tanzania. If you are trailblazer, you will enjoy working part time in the heights and depth of the remote interior conservation areas, blazing trails. An environment and conservation project will enable you to work for a few days a week on education and research project.

Street children project volunteers:


Several children are living on the streets with no stable home.

This project involves various aspects of community work and development. This programme is also designed in such away that UVDA partners in East African Region, Kenya, Tanzania , Rwanda and Burundi are to share similar programmes in order to enable volunteers tourists share experiences while participating in any of the East African countries, Proper arrangement for Excursion and Tour volunteers participating in a programme organized by our partner organization will be provided to those interested and this will include; transport by road, ticketing, accommodation, transport to and from the air port and the  whole programme of our partners.

Volunteer Holiday Excursion and vocations Programme run between 7 to 14 days. It will be possible to change the programme arrangement for the groups’ interests or abilities even to the individuals through discussion before your trip in order to accommodate each one’s interests and needs.
