Charity Children’s Ministry was founded by M/s Dorothy Kirabo in 2003 having noticed the sorry state in which the majority of the children in our community live and with the escalating level of juvenile delinquency, rebellion, alcoholism, idleness, defilement, bring our children together with the sole mission of instructing them in religious life giving principles and value of integrity, honesty, dependability and reliability through the following activities;

a) Music, Dance and Dram

b) Free open reading stories

c) Game and reading stories

d) Watching educative movies

e) Question and answer sessions

f) Bible studies

g) Facilitating talented individuals

h) Parent- teacher net work

i) Voluntary clean-up exercise

j) Entrepreneurial skill lessons

k) Establishing a nursery and primary school

l) Establishing a children home and 

m) Visiting the elderly.

Their vision is to produce a generalization of educated, disciplined Children who are on the move to serve and impact their generation for good.

LOCATION:

Charity Children’s Ministry INC is located at Namirembe about 3 km west of Kampala city centre.

Any volunteer who is interested in all the above listed activities can apply and shall be accommodated in Kampala.

3.  UGANDA YOUTHS SKILLS TRAINING (UYSTP) PROJECT

UYSTP was established in 2007 with the vision of accelerating social transformation and stimulated broad based economical developed nation where youths communities enjoy well conserved environment, basic education life long, self reliant (job creation) reduced poverty and unemployment.

Their mission is also to empower both in school and drop out youths community with vocational skills, keeping them out of HIV/AIDS dangers, breaking the York of Vulnerability and having good working conducive environment to enable them obtain or successfully desirable life so as to eradicate poverty in Uganda.

The UYSTP Youth are equipped with the following vocational technical skills training;-

· Carpentry

· Paper  bag making from sugar paper

· Tailoring

· Plumbing

· Brick laying and concrete practice

· Leather turning and shoe making

· Candle making

· Bio gas generating energy

LOCATION:

UYSTP is located at Lubaga Division , Kasubi Parish, Kasubi village Zone 4,  3 km west of Kampala city centre and ½ km off Hoima Road towards Kasubi Tombs.

Any volunteer interested in the above listed programme and HIV/AID at UYSTP can apply no special skills needed.

4.  KIRABO CHILDREN’S CENTRE: Day and Boarding School.

Kirabo Children’s  centre day and boarding school was started by a small group of  female teachers in 2006 who are born from Kikandwa and Kikyusa  village in conjunction with the local members of the community.

The idea was hatched by M/s Sarah Muwanguzi Nabatanzi who had realized children in that area are exposed to ignorance and diseases as a result of poverty and the average illiteracy rate was about 70% in the area.

The area has several  people affected by HIV/AIDS and a number of orphans over 2500 their parents have died of HIV/AIDS and living with foster parents e.g grand parents who are too old to look after them (70 years and above) others with friends and well-wishers or next of kin.

The school has over 2600 pupils between the age of 3 – 13 years and 60% of them are orphans and others are vulnerable children.

The school was donated land of 50 acres and the construction of 3 permanent classrooms is going on through UVDA work camps.

Most children at school and in the village are attacked by malaria due to lack of mosquito nets and others have jiggers in their feet.

There is a fish pond for the school but there is no fish in it at the moment.

The school has a school garden where food crops for the children are grown.

LOCATION:

Kirabo Children’s  Centre  is located at Kikandwa village, Kikyusa sub-county, Bamunanika county- Luwero District about 55km North of Kampala.

There is urgent need of Volunteers MTV/LTV to work with the small children between 3- 10 years in all aspects e.g. teaching, games, music etc.

There is also need for volunteers to work in the school garden – no special skills needed.

5. KIRO KABAWO SCHOOL

Kiro Kabawo Pre/Primary School was started in 2000 by local community members of Ndeeba slum one of the most densely populated areas in the city suburbs of Kampala.

Some of its classrooms are constructed by timber and corrugated roofing iron sheets and others are permanent buildings. It has 646 pupils from Nursery to Primary seven from the age of 3- 14 years.

This project was started with the aim of helping the marginalized children in the slum areas of  Kampala to acquire education, discipline through counseling.

They had noted with concern that most of those children from the slum areas were denied education mainly because they had bad manners, could not afford school fees, school uniforms, scholastic materials e.g. books, pens, pencils etc.

HIV/AIDS is one of the major problem in these areas, almost 75% of these vulnerable children are orphans and live with foster parents e.g. sisters, uncles, brothers or even well-wishers.

Most of the female foster parents are prostitutes who earn a living from prostitution although some others conduct small business in markets around Kampala etc. The majority sell local brew e.g. spirits like Waragi as part of income and social behavior of the drunkard is not good to a child in the area. As a result of bad behaviors in the slum most of these children are rejected by the community and they have realized their once grown up, most of them will end up stealing, selling alcohol, in prostitution, drunkards, drug addicts etc.

LOCATION:

Kiro Kabawo is located at Ndeeba 3 kms west of Kampala.

MTV/LTV are needed to teach the small children 3-10 years, e.g. games, music etc. and home visit in the slums for counseling.

All charges for MTV/LTV are indicated in UVDA International Work Camp Programme 2009.

UGANDA VOLUNTARY DEVELOPMENT ASSOCIATION (UVDA) TOUR VOLUNTEERING ON SAFARI (EXECUTION) STUDY TOUR PROGRAM 2009

Due to requests from several people, organizations partners and institutions from various parts of the world to introduce the VOLUTEERING ON SAFARI (EXCUSSION) STUDY TOUR PROGRAM , we are glad to inform you that with effect from June 2009, this program will be in place in Uganda.

The volunteer holiday and vocation programmes aim at enabling volunteer tourist to participate in various UVDA Social and economic programmes while enjoying his/her holiday.

This program is designed to benefit the local partner projects in the country and community members at large.

Much emphasis will focus mainly on those areas which are commonly known as tourist areas, yet have benefited almost nothing from income generated by the state from the tourism industry which is one of the major source of income to the nation.,

We have noted with concern that poverty and poor social infrastructure e.g. poor roads, schools, clinics and dispensaries plus environmental destruction etc. are amongst the major problems in Uganda.

The following are some of the projects and programs an Excursion/ study Tour Volunteer can participate in; - 

(a)
Construction and Renovation.


This involves activities like brick lying, hammering nails, mixing sand and 

cement, roofing and painting etc.


The work is done by both men and women who may enjoy working with their 
hands along side the local community members of the project e.g. the construction and repair of classrooms, medical clinics, community centers , orphanage homes, libraries, clean water systems, foot bridge, houses for marginalized people etc.

One can also help clear park land, plant community gardens and install play ground equipments etc.

No specific skills are needed and any person in good physical condition can assist with these projects as there is usually both light and heavy labour options at most work sites.

It is also possible to repair windows, construct desks and chairs or help sweep, scrape or land scape around the facilities of an orphanage, disabled schools and homes etc. 
Carpenters, electricians, plumbers and other traders can be very helpful at this work site
to improve the infrastructure of the facility. One can make high chairs with adjustable 
foot rests; head rests and side wings to allow for various heights for feeding the disabled
children.

(b) 
Rural community development projects/ programmes:

There a lot of economically poor isolated communities all over Uganda and neighbouring countries where people struggle to survive and therefore UVDA wants to see your efforts
transform the entire community for the better. In this case you will help vaccinate 
children, teach reading, reforest depleted ecosystem, educate small business management etc. and here you will create an unforgettable life experience.

c) 
Medical volunteers:  

You can spare two or more weeks to help in a medical clinic or local hospital since access to medical services in rural communities is often limited thus health care volunteers are needed to provide basic services such as; tooth extractions, diabetes screening, baby checks and pre-natal exams in local clinics, village dispensaries and homes medical students are urgently needed to perform out patients surgeries. Dentists, Nurses, Physicians and Medical students

The host communities often lack modern medical facilities, so volunteers should plan to bring their own instruments and medical supplies.

d)
Volunteering with the elderly:

There is no clear system in place where elderly people live especially in our low income society. They have no access to basic services at the same time they loose their prominence in society and may easily be isolated.

In this case there is need to provide basic services for them such as nutrition, health care and social interaction. Your help can be an important link between social services and the elderly recipients.

You can help build and repair safe housing for the elderly, engage elders in activities such as singing, dancing, playing games and developing arts and crafts projects and assisting them in recreational outings and so on.

e)
Sharing professional skills:

This includes conducting professional discussions in various areas e.g. business, law, medicine etc. or teaching English or Swahili in informal group sessions.

We place skilled volunteers with local people so that pressing community needs can be solved together.

This might involve organizing library shelves, assisting with administrative or clerical projects, providing computer training, consulting on business development etc.

f)
Volunteering with young people – Teens:

UVDA Programs and those of our partners in Kenya, Tanzania and Rwanda enhance work projects for children and their families. If you have a specific interest in working with them, you can select from a variety of projects and programs in East Africa and let us know.

g)
Volunteering in a nature and wildlife reserve:

There are several projects in East Africa for volunteers that enable them get involved with essential wild life or environmental conservation work like to help care for (lion) cubs, monkeys, Gorillars etc. and reintroduce them into the wild in Uganda, Kenya  or Tanzania. If you are trailblazer, you will enjoy working part time in the heights and depth of the remote interior conservation areas, blazing trails. An environment and conservation project will enable you to work for a few days a week on education and research project.

h)
Sports volunteers:

UVDA will give you chance to travel while joining community development projects in sports.

Opportunities include playing and coaching in football, rugby, cricket, hockey, volley ball, tennis and netball to children and local community members as well as volunteer tourists in various fields.

If your are taking time-out during a dead year before university, a career break from work or a graduate summer holiday, allowing you to develop communities, build friendships and enjoy the sports travel adventure of your life time.

i)
Street children project volunteers:


Several children are living on the streets with no stable home.

This project involves various aspects of community work and development. You will be helping to support a number of different community development initiatives which are designed to shape lives of young children on street with the eventual hope of reintroducing them into the mainstream community life.

j)
Social welfare development:

To work in facilities that help the poor communities of an area like support to at risk and need women and children to learn values, manner and life skills to become self sufficient and obtain a higher level of education. These projects range from tutoring, cleaning, carpentry, program development, serving, cooking, child care, business skills training, administration, data entering, and HIV / AIDS education

                  AGE RANGE OF APPLICANTS.

Participants in our programmes are from 16 years and there is no upper age limit for participants.

Those below 16 years must be accompanied by either their parents or a guardian who is 22 years and above. 

This programme is also designed in such away that UVDA partners in East African Region, Kenya, Tanzania , Rwanda and Burundi are to share similar programmes in order to enable volunteers tourists share experiences while participating in any of the East African countries, proper arrangement for Excursion and Tour volunteers participating in a programme organized by our partner organization in the Region will be provided to those interested and this will include; transport by road, ticketing, accommodation, transport to and from the air port and the  whole programme of our partners.

Volunteering on Safari (Excursion)/study tour Programme run between 7 to 14 days. It will be possible to change the programme arrangement for the groups’ interests or abilities even to the individuals through discussion before your trip in order to accommodate each one’s interests and needs.

In addition, luxurious accommodation is available at Nile Safari Camp, Sambiya River Lodge and Paraa Safari Lodges.

Our voluntary activities will be conducted at RWEIHAMBA / LAKE KANYANSWIGA COMMUNITY CONSERVATION AND ORPHANAGE PROJECT RWEIHAMBA VILLAGE and other neighbouring villages. This project is located very near to Kibale Forest National Park in Fort Portal Kabarole District about 300km west of Kampala and the project is about  25 km from Kibale, Forest National Park.
Therefore it is possible to visit it the same day the group travels to Queen Elizabeth Park at the same costs.

However special arrangement to visit Kibale Forest National Park while at the project could done and this will depend on the group’s decision but travel charges will be different from that of Queen Elizabeth National Park via Kibale Forest National Park.
The game activities in Kibale National Park take only one day.

There is chimp tracking, primate viewing, Bugodi swamp excursion for birding in search of more primate species and more spectacular etc.

Game Activities

Gorilla Tracking:

This is the major tourist activity in Bwindi with four Gorilla group currently available daily for  tourists.
Bwindi is a home 10 about 320 gorillas, almost a half of the world’s population of mountain gorillas.

There are about 346 species of birds and over 200 species of butterflies. This  afromontane forest has dense under storey of fern vines and shrubs
About 324 tree species have been recorded here , 10 of which occur no where in Uganda.
